We just kept 

preaching and teaching and being a 

blessing to that church and city.  

Another situation—the Lord moved 

us to a major city to be with a major 

ministry except for the fact that they 

didn’t know it.  We moved in faith, 

based on the prompting of the Lord.   

We put in our resumes and were told 

later that if the job positions we 

filled were made public they would 

have had 500 applications to sift 

through.  That time was rewarding 

but extremely challenging.  When we 

went there many people thought that 

our jobs were all lined up for us with 

a humongous salary.  NOT!  I cannot 

even begin to tell you how difficult 

some of those people were to work 

with.  Is God still God even when 

things look their worst?  Keep laying 

up for yourselves treasures in heav-

en and He will see to it that you 

come through all of the challenges of 

life.   

How do you do this?  Give and  it 

will be given unto you; good meas-

ure, pressed down, shaken together 

and running over will be put into 

your bosom.  For with the same 

measure that you use, it will be 

measured back to you.”  Luke  6:38 

NKJV    Live to give! 

That is what Jesus was talking 

about.  He was telling the people in 

Matt. 6, not to worry or fret or be 

anxious or to hoard things.   
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Helen and I have poured more than one alabaster box over Jesus.  We gave more than one entire offer-

ing to a guest speaker when there was nothing in the general fund for us.
